Minutes

Mr. Elliott announced corrections to minutes from the last two UWP Committee meetings. Mr. Pitstick and Mr. Blankenhorn had requested that changes be made to the minutes from the April 4, 2001 and April 17, 2001 meetings.

Budget Revision

Mr. Moriaty presented RTA's budget revision, which would shift the remaining funds from several completed projects to two projects which need additional funding, particularly the ITS Strategic Plan for Transit. In response to a question, Mr. Pitstick said that this project is to examine all ITS strategies to see how they fit together. After Mr. Blankenhorn said that reobligating funds between grants is not permitted, Mr. Pitstick agreed to reobligate additional funds from within the FY 2000A grant to support the ITS consultant contract.

The revisions were approved on a motion by Mr. Groner, seconded by Mr. Moriarty.

Year-end Reports

Mr. Elliott noted that there are still a number of agencies that have not submitted their FY 99 and FY 00 year end reports. Mr. Blankenhorn added that the Federal Highway Administration has been requesting that these reports be submitted. He asked that Mr. Elliott reissue the memo concerning these reports to the agencies.
