Budget Revisions/Carryover Changes

Mr. Moriarty provided an explanation of RTA's proposed revisions. The revisions consist of reprogramming unobligated funds from two projects, Regional Signal Priority Integration Plan (Phase II) and Chicago Central Business District Market Analysis, in order to add a new project, Northwest Corridor Major Investment Study: Phase II - Alternatives Analysis. 

The RTA revisions were approved on a motion by Ms. Hamilton, seconded by Mr. Paige. 

Mr. Elliott provided an explanation of CATS' proposed revisions. The revisions consist of reprogramming funds to Public Involvement and Information, RTP Update, and Unified Work Program Development and Monitoring. Funds were reprogrammed from Land Use/Transportation Relationships, SRA Implementation Assistance, Highway and Transit Technical Assistance, Access Measures for Underserved Populations, Outreach Initiatives for Underserved Populations, and Plan and TIP Conformity Analysis and SIP Coordination. 

The CATS revisions were approved on a motion by Mr. Groner, seconded by Mr. Paige.

Mr. Paige explained the revisions proposed by NIPC. The revisions consist of reprogramming funds from Land Use Inventory to the Comprehensive General Plan for NE Illinois because an early spring and an early fall prevented aerial photos for the Land Use Inventory from being completed. The funds will be used for added technology at the Comprehensive Plan's leadership forums. Additionally, in the Regional Growth Strategy project, a wording change replaces "electronic town forum" with "subregional leadership workshops". 

The NIPC revisions were approved on a motion by Mr. Moriarty, seconded by Ms. Hamilton.
