Minutes

Mr. Moriarty requested a change to the minutes from the April 27, 2001 meeting. The revised minutes were approved on a motion by Ms. Rupp Srch, seconded by Mr. Moriarty.

Budget Revision

Mr. Elliott presented CATS' budget revisions, which would shift funds from some projects which are under budget, to cover higher-than-expected costs for other projects. Projects needing increased budgets include: UWP Development, due to FY 01 UWP work being done in July and August and high-level work done on the new budget categories for the FY 02 UWP; Public Involvement and Information, due to an outside contract for a "public involvement audit"; and other projects due to an increased IDOT fringe rate. Mr. Elliott stated that this increase may ultimately lead to fewer funds being carried over into FY 02. The revisions were approved on a motion by Ms. Rupp Srch, seconded by Mr. Weaver.

UWP Development

Mr. Seglin inquired whether there would be any upcoming discussion about the UWP process. Mr. Elliott recommended holding a meeting this summer. The meeting was set for July 11th, but has since been changed to July 26th. 

Ms. Rupp Srch asked if any agencies had outstanding UWP progress reports. Mr. Elliott stated that CTA, NIPC and South Suburban still owe reports. 

There being no further business, the committee adjourned.
