colorful summary of 2030 Regional Transportation Plan offered
CHICAGO –- The Chicago Area Transportation Study (CATS) has published the “popular summary” of its 2030 Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) for northeastern Illinois.
Designed as a colorful folding poster, the popular summary highlights the 2030 transportation planning process in an attractive and easy-to-understand manner. On one side, the fold-up outlines the planning process, including the goals and objectives of the plan and constraints faced by planners. The other side of the poster is a large, full-color map that graphically depicts the location of capital projects included in the plan.
A CD-ROM containing written documentation of the planning process, the full text of the 2030 RTP, public comments and a map delineating major capital recommendations is included inside the publication.
The 2030 RTP, the region’s official long-range transportation plan, was formally adopted on October 9, 2003. The plan’s goals are to maintain the integrity of the existing transportation system, to improve transportation system performance and to employ transportation to sustain the region’s vision and values.

Aristide Biciunas, executive director of CATS, expressed gratitude to everyone who participated in the 2030 planning

Biciunas added, “Although the plan has been finalized, we have already started work on the update to the 2030 RTP, as the plan must be updated every three years.
